Before

LoadDetails would fail no matter
what.

Itis now possible to use GUID() to create one using 32 hexadecimal digits. There isno
longer a need for custom services to enable this functionality.

GUID

This function is able to generate a globally unigue identifier which can later be used to uniquely mark and recognize a desired element.

The GUIDs are represented as 32 hexadecimal digits, displayed in five groups separated by hyphens, in the form 8-4-4-4-12 for a total of 36 characters.
